Education
· Educate drivers and kids more

· Each of us needs to take responsibility for our own driving; we set an example for young people.
Environment / Engineering

· There is no reason from a traffic standpoint that BHR could not be a one-lane each way with a center turn lane. There may be too many lanes which lead to unclear situations for drivers.  Reducing the lanes of traffic means a shorter, safer distance for pedestrians to cross. 

· What about putting a six foot cyclone fence along the park to channel kids to the crosswalk?

· What about slowing the speed on BHR?  Slower traffic is safer.

· Find a philanthropist in the neighborhood to buy a push-button cross walk.  Price; $300K for a full intersection, $50-100K for just the crosswalk.  They could get naming rights.  
· How can we merge the Market to park and C’hill to Westleigh Street pedestrians?

· Engineer more through north-south traffic west to Bertleson Road which has a 45 mph limit and the wetlands along the west side.  
· Eliminate one BHR driveway from merchant area.  
Enforcement

· What about traffic cameras to increase enforcement of crosswalks?

· Can the school zone speed restrictions be changed from certain hours to “whenever children are present”?

· Having the EPD traffic officers focus on BHR the first week of school sent a clear message to students. 

· Neighbors can be trained to use the police radar gun.  This allows them to monitor streets and send letters to speeders.  (The police chief lives in our ‘hood – maybe he would deliver to repeat offenders.)
